Nouns are words that name a person, an animal, place or things and ideas.
Nouns are of five types.
1. Proper Noun                 2. Common Noun              3. Collective Noun
4. Material Noun             5. Abstract Noun

PROPER NOUN
  A proper noun  is the proper name given to the person, country, city ,mountain, monument etc.
A proper noun always begins with a capital letter no matter if it is in a sentence.
EXAMPLE:      Taj Mahal , Chennai, Ravi etc.
1. Sameer wants to buy sports shoes.
2. In December, Preetam went on a vacation to Hyderabad with his parents. They travelled by Jet Airways and landed at Shashabad.

COMMON NOUN

A common noun are common names given to a person, place, animal and things of the same class or kind. Common nouns do begin with capital letters.
EXAMPLE:
1. India is the name of our country.
2. Monday is the name of a week.



COLLECTIVE NOUN
A collective noun is a word that stands for a collective people, animals, thing spoken as a whole.

EXAMPLE:
1. A gang of robbers.
2. An army of soldiers.

     MATERIAL NOUN
 A material noun is a noun given to a material from which something is made.

ABSTRACT NOUN
 An abstract noun is a name of something we can only think or feel but cannot see.
